5. Notes on application: 

a. Each student may only represent one school and should be a current student of the school 

during the Competition. 

b. Participants may only enrol in the division appropriate to their age. 

c. Each school may enrol a maximum of 8 students in each division (please refer to the quota 

of each game).  Please indicate their priority on the application form.  

d. For efficient use of the resources, the Organiser may adjust the quota for each division in 

the light of application response.  The quota of each division will be finalised on the ballot 

date.  Participating schools/participants shall raise no objection. 

e. Places in each division will be evenly allocated to schools in the first round of processing.  

The remaining places that cannot be evenly distributed will be allocated by ballot.

11. Match Draw:

12. Format:  

a. This will be a single elimination competition.  Winners of the preliminary round will 

proceed to the final round. 

b. Format of play: 

i. Best of 3 Tie-Breaks to 7 

ii. Two Serve 

iii. The player who first wins seven points shall win this set and the match provided there 

is a consecutive margin of two points over the opponent  

c. Change End  

i. Players shall change ends after every 6 points  

ii. Before the start of next tie break game there shall be a 30 seconds break  

d. Unless otherwise stipulated in this prospectus, the existing rules employed by the Hong 

Kong, China Tennis Association will be adopted.

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13. Reporting on Arrival: 

a. Participants shall report to the staff of the Organiser 15 minutes before the scheduled time 

of the match.  Those who fail to show up within five minutes after the staff of the 

Organiser’s roll call will be deemed to have waived their right to participate.  

b. Participants shall produce unambiguous proof of identity bearing photos, e.g. student 

handbooks, student cards, etc. to the staff of the Organiser on the competition day for 

verification. 

c. The competition schedule shall be as announced on-site.  

14. Inclement Weather Arrangements 

a. In case the Tropical Cyclone Warning Signal No.8 or above, or Rainstorm Signal Red / 

Black is issued by the Hong Kong Observatory two hours before the reporting time for 

the first round of events on the competition day; or the Environmental Protection 

Department has announced that the Air Quality Health Index (AQHI) recorded at its 

general monitoring stations reaches 10+ (“Serious” health risk category) in the 

competition area; or the Education Bureau has announced the closure of schools, all 

events on the day will be cancelled.  Participants will be notified of the corresponding 

arrangements.  Under other weather conditions, all participants are required to report to 

the Organiser as scheduled.  The umpires on the site shall decide whether the 

Competition should proceed or not. 

b. If the AQHI recorded at the general monitoring stations in the competition area reaches 

10+ (“Serious” health risk category) during the Competition, all events in progress shall 

be terminated immediately. 

15. Remarks:  

a. Participants shall wear proper sportswear and shoes with non-marking rubber outsoles 

during the Competition. 

b. Participants shall bring their own rackets; the length of a racket shall not exceed 58.5cm 

(i.e. 23 inches).  Balls to be used in the Competition shall be provided by the Association. 

c. Participants who play in consecutive matches may take a break of 5 to 10 minutes 

between each match.  The Organiser reserves the right to make arrangements according 

to actual circumstances.  Participants shall not request postponement of matches on the 

grounds of fatigue. 

d. Schools should remind their students to bring along their lunch and sufficient drinks. 

e. In case of a breach of the rules or regulations of the Competition or display of unsporting 

behaviour by a participant, the referee shall have the right to disqualify the participant 

from the Competition. 

f. The Organiser will carry out photo shoots/video-filming/arrange broadcasting during the 

competitions, and has the right to display/publish the event photos or videos on the 

Internet, at venues of the Leisure and Cultural Services Department, on the dedicated 

website, in publications of the Organiser and through other publicity channels, for 

promotion of activities or record purposes. 

 

 

 

16. Awards: 
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a. Each participant will receive a commemorative certificate.  

b. Certificates and trophies will be awarded to the champion, first, second and third 

runners-up and four merit award winners in each division.  The prizes will be presented to 

the winners on the spot after the finals are completed. 

c. For participants who fail to show up for or complete any event, the Organiser has the right 

to revoke their eligibility for prizes and no trophies or certificates will be given to them. 

17. Appeal: 

 No appeal will be accepted.  The referees’ decision on the competition results shall be final.
