. The scope and content of the test will be determined by the HKCTA. The assessment

items include: forehand and backhand (straight and diagonal) strokes, volleying at the net
(forehand, backhand), overhand serve and other items (see Appendix | for details).

. Applicants shall wear proper sportswear and shoes with non-marking rubber outsoles, and

bring along their own rackets and proof of identity bearing photos and year of birth, such as
student handbooks and student cards, for the selection. The Organiser has the right to
refuse the applicants to participate in the selection test if they fail to produce such
documents.  Applicants who fail to attend the selection test will not be accepted.

. The HKCTA will announce the selection result within three working days after the

selection. Those who pass the test and meet the level of the programme will be given
priority to enrol; those who are not admitted will be added to the waiting list in the order of
their scores. If an enrolled student withdraws, his/her place will be filled by those on the
waiting list.
